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Trata-se de uma proposta em que sera investigado o seguinte problema: como e quais estratégias narrativas
presentes nas séries de cronicas “Aquarelas” e “Bons Dias!” poderiam, simbolicamente, desenhar padrdes
de gosto pela leitura literaria no oitocentos brasileiro? Essas séries de narrativas machadianas foram escritas
a partir da metade do século XIX: nelas, o cronista machadiano inseria personagens leitores e situacdes de
leitura, permitindo ndo apenas a manutenc¢ao do “gosto comum” por parte de seus leitores/receptores, através
da identificacdo com o lido, como também, projetando outros padroes de gostos possiveis, o que permitiria ao
receptor/leitor se inteirar dos acontecimentos da sociedade e, ainda, dialogar com ela por meio dos complexos
de controle existentes nesses textos. Pretende-se, ainda, refletir acerca das relagdes entre imaginario, literatura,
jornalismo, fic¢@o e historia, tendo como recorte condutor a questdo da recepcdo/leitura. Isso, por meio da
investigagdo em alguns arquivos publicos (ou sites desses arquivos que oferecam tais servigos) do Rio de
Janeiro, andlise das narrativas e de textos criticos e tedricos que versam sobre a proposta em questdo. Para

tanto, esta pesquisa fundamentar-se-4 em estudos sobre as narrativas “Aquarelas” ¢ “Bons Dias!”, sobre
Machado de Assis, sobre o receptor/leitor, sobre a recepgdo/leitura, o oitocentos brasileiro e, a todo instante,
recorrer-se-a a Estética da Recepg@o de Hans Robert Jauss e a Teoria do Efeito de Wolfgang Iser.
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From the Same to the Different: “Aquarelas” and “Bons Dias!” Designing Models of Taste by the
Reading of Literature in the Brazilian Nineteenth Century

Abstract

It is proposed to investigate the following problem: which means and narrative strategies present in the
chronicle series “Aquarelas” and “Bons Dias!” could symbolically design models of taste by the reading of
literature in nineteenth century Brazil? These narratives by Machado de Assis were written from the middle
of the nineteenth century onwards. In them Machado’s chronicler inserted characters who read and reading
situations, thus allowing not only the keeping up of “common taste” on the part of his readers, through
an identification with what was being read, but also by projecting other models of possible tastes, which
would allow the reader to be aware of events in society and, as well, engage in a dialogue with it through
the nexuses of control existing in these texts. It is also an objective to reflect on the relations between the
imaginary, literature, journalism, fiction and history, by using as an approach the question of reception/
reading. This will be done by research in public archives in Rio de Janeiro (or sites for these archives that
offer these services), an analysis of the narratives and critical and theoretical texts which deal with the
problem in question. In order to do this, our research will be based on studies of the narratives “Aquarelas”
and “Bons Dias!”, on Machado de Assis himself, on the reader, on reception/reading, on the nineteenth
century in Brazil taking into account that, our basic theoretical guides will always be The Aesthetics of
Reception by Hans Robert Jauss, plus the Theory of Effect, by Wolfgang Iser.
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
